It has the best score of only 53% cpu at 64k buffer amd the Conroe
and Dual Opteron 285 tied for 2nd place. The X2 4400 score was 70% at
64k buffer. The most disappointing results are from the new AMD M2
processors but | think there is 3rd party chipset issues involved with
that.

AMD has quad core Opteron CPUS in the pipeline but of course so does
Intel.
