I find that the stock tubes in the Gemini sound very good, but the character
of the mic can be pretty drastically altered with different tubes. Yesterday
I swapped around a bunch of tubes, including using a GT12AX7M (an imitation
Mullard) It really changed the tone a lot. This is one of the things that I
think is going to make this mic a classic in it's own time......the ability
to vary the tone by varying both the head amp tube and since there is a tube
instead of an output transformer..... the output tube also. I'm not really
sure you would want to swap a 12AU7 at the output with a more colored tube,
but it could certainly be done if you wanted lots of attitude.

I'll probably spring for some really high end NOS tubes of varying brands
for mine at some point just to see if I can achieve sonic nirvana. Once you
got familiar with the tonal characteristics of different tube combinations,
it would be like having a number of different mics.

It's *really* easy to access the tubes too. I can unscrew the mic from the
shock mount, unscrew the bottom of the mic and remove the amp circuitry,
swap the tubes out, reassemble the mic and have it back in the shock mount
ready to go within about a minute. Really easy to do.

"Hardware based" systems ala Paris and ProTools, employ DSP on the 
cards that is specifically wired for near zero monitoring within their 
environment.  The native packages do not have this physical DSP 
available, so an interface is required to use any DSP that is present 
(Total Mix, in this case).

IMHO, using TWO mixer windows is a PIA, although it CAN be done.  In a 
charge-for-time situation, customers would start getting irritated at 
the delays to adjust the monitor mix.  Add to that, the fact that is 
is *one mix* that is is being compensated for and you can start to see 
the limitations.  Going to an outboard mixer for monitoring allows you 
as many cue mixes as you have sends for.

As DJ suggests, you can track to Paris, then mix in SX/N3... add a few 
adat cards to Paris and bus the group outs of the SX/N3 mix to Paris 
for summing. If you need to do a "hi res" mix, don't bus to Paris for 
summing.

This is what we are gearing up for here, just have to finish building 
the console to house everything and off we go! :-)

All I had to do was 
enable direct monitoring in SX and in TotalMix (one check box in each app). 
When I arm a track, it automatically routes that track to the selected 
monitor output. I can arm 16 tracks for Zero Latency Monitoring right on the 
control surface (and side car) just buy hitting the track arm button on each 
channel, it's completely automatic, and I never have to open TotalMix. I 
track 16-tracks live all the time. No problems, no hassles.

I can also record without direct monitoring, at 1.5ms latency setting at 
44.1K without a problem. I regularly use UAD-1 plugins live this way. This 
is on an Athlon 2600XP (32-bit, 2.2gig) with 512megs (cas2) and a 7200RPM 
8meg audio drive.

It may take up to 48 hours
before the change is done, but we're hoping it will be more like 24 hour
turnaround or less. I'll probably do a survey on the group around 1am Nov
12 GMT to see if the change has propagated.

This isn't normal. Assuming that your SCSI cable between the EDS card and
the MEC is OK/seated properly, the sync light should only flash when the
hardware is initializing.

about 15 seconds, then switch it back to internal and see if the clock locks
up correctly.

The only other thought I have on this is that the XP drivers may not be
shaking hands with your hardware.

Thanks to someone's recommendation here (I can't remember who),
I thought I would give a 46L a try, considering the glowing
reviews and the great prices at Shiny Box.

I used the 46L on my soprano sax.  Now, one of the reasons I
started getting involved in recording in the first place was the
frustraton I experienced whenever I played soprano in the
studio.  It always sounded thin- and then I learned about mic
technique, and could get the occasional engineer to mic from the
side as well as on the bell.  That was better, but until I
shelled out 700 bucks for an SD System set-up, it wasn't great.
Until now, I would use the SD double-side-mic system, plus put
a Rode Classic mic on the bell.  That's 3 mics, $2000.

I used the 46L about a foot off the bell, with the SD system as
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well.  I was absolutely blown away, and then I realized my
brilliant oversight: I FORGOT TO TURN ON THE SD MIC!!!  The 
gorgeous, full, detailed, soaring sound I heard was one $300 mic
on the bell!
